17th We will depart this morning for an excursion to the 
 UNESCO World Heritage Site of Mont-St-Michel.  Built 
 between the 11th and 16th centuries, the Abbey is a 
 technical and artistic tour de force, having had to 
 adapt to the problems posed by this natural site.  The 
 Benedictine Abbey, founded in 966 was erected on a 
 sanctuary dedicated to the Archangel Michel. B 
 
18th Au revoir to new friends at Isigny-Omaha Intercom and 
 travel to Charles de Gaulle Airport for return flight to 
 Omaha.

The linkage between Omaha and the Isigny-Omaha communi-
ties was permanently established on June 6, 1944 when the 
Allied liberation of Europe began on D-Day, with Omaha 
Beach being one  of the landing sites.  Historically, the rela-
tionship between France and America dates back to the be-
ginnings of the United States. 
 
With this year marking the 75th Anniversary of D-Day, and 
with the recent establishment of Isigny-Omaha Intercom as a 
governmental entity uniting 59 small communities in the area, 
leaders in the US and France initiated visits to both areas.  
These exchanges led to the development of the formal friend-
ship agreement, and may ultimately lead to a full Sister City 
relationship in the future.
